All day Sat. & Sun: Apr 18-19 @ UCSF, San Francisco (no overnight accommodations)

O Attend the Outdoor Leadership Training Weekend
Sat - Mon: April 25-27 (overnight camping, Sam P Taylor SP, Marin County)

O Attend GirlVentures’ Staff Training: (a minimum of 4 consecutive days & 3nights)
June 4 - 8 (overnight camping trip, throughout Marin County & north to Jenner)

O Complete 24 - 32 additional hours of logistics/office support for another course (dates TBD).

Compensation: (starting at)
$65 /day for work while on Project Courage or Transitions
$50 /day for up to five days of Staff Training (plus 4 days course orientation - Transitions only)
$9.79 /hr Logistics/office work.
